It’s small enough to get through airport security, yet powerful enough for most airline flights. There are over 15 survival items:
        SOS signs (to put in your airplane window after 3 hours on the tarmac)
        Water Germicidal Tablets (to treat the non-drinking water in the plane’s bathroom)
        Crystal Light hydrating formula (so you’ll forget that you’re drinking the bathroom water)
        Pure Protein Bar (for when the peanuts are gone)
        List of Edible Parts of an Airplane (for when the protein bar is gone)
        List of warning signs for health issues you might experience from a delayed flight
        Astronaut Diaper (for when you’re in for a long ride or when the toilets cease to function)
        “How to make a diaper from a T-shirt” instructions
        “How to make a diaper liner from an airline garbage bag” instructions
        “How to fasten a diaper with garbage bag ties” instructions
        Airborne immune boosting formula (for when you find yourself in close quarters)
        Earplugs (for when you’re tired of hearing “just 15 more minutes)
        Pine Scented Air Freshener (no explanation needed)
        Disposable Camera (For those moments you want to remember)
        Instruction for taking the perfect picture
        Media Outlets(to let somebody know you’re out there!)
        A regulation sized plastic baggie (so you can take these or other items through airport security)
Basic Platform

· Thousands of men women and children are being held on U.S. airport tarmacs for 3-12 hours without basic human needs.  Airlines have failed to live up to voluntary commitments made in 1999.  Federal legislation is necessary to ensure that men, women, children and people with medical conditions can receive basic human rights and needs, and to be able to get off the airplane after 3  hours if they want!

· The U.S. Department of Transportation has been underreporting these tarmac delays since the beginning of data collection.  The most horrific tarmac delays, Austin, Texas, December 2006, Jet Blue in February, and many others in March and the months since never get reported.  The U.S. DOT must collect and report accurate information so the American people can make informed decisions about air travel!

· Airlines continuously over-schedule flights during periods that they know they can’t possibly depart due to limited airport and “air-highway” capacity.  We need federal legislation to stop the airlines from deceptive advertising and to make sure consumers know the on-time performance of every ticket they purchase!

· The DOT has a Consumer Complaint Hotline that nobody knows about.  And the hotline is really a voice-mail answering service.  As a result they receive very few calls.  Yet the airlines and the DOT have deluded themselves into thinking that everything is just fine with air travel.  The DOT must publicize that phone number on every boarding pass and staff the phone so that consumers can register their complaints with a live human being!

About the Coalition for an Airline Passengers’ Bill of Rights (CAPBOR)
CAPBOR is the fastest growing grassroot coalition in history with over 16,200 members in less than six months.  The organization was founded and is directed by Kate Hanni and her husband Tim following an nine hour stranding with her family on a tarmac in Austin, Texas on December 29, 2006.  One of 121 flights diverted to regional airports that day, conditions on theirs and other planes deteriorated to the point where police were called to quell riots, toilets overflowed, people with a variety of medical conditions were unable to get relief, and there was no food or water.
The coalition grew rapidly to include not only victims of the Austin, Newark and JFK strandings, but also thousands of other supporters who have endured similar incidents over the last several years.

Folding Adult T-shirts for Use as Diapers
Step 1. Place the T-shirts on a flat surface. Fold in both sides of the hem at the bottom of the T-shirt to form a tapered end. 
Step 2. Place a diaper liner (or use an emergency diaper liner listed below) in the rear of your baby's diaper if he tends to make messes.
Step 3. Have the baby lay down on the T-shirts so that his bottom is in center of the T-shirt and wrap the sleeves around baby's tum-tum. 
Step 4. Bring the tapered end up between his legs, then fold over the sleeves and tuck in. 

How to Make an Emergency Cloth Diaper Liner
The new high absorbent airline paper towels with polymer fibers to strengthen them make them excellent diaper liners for adults & babies who tend to make messes in their diapers as well as soak them. In this case, they are not "soakers" but prevent his poopies from staining his cloth diapers (or top sheets or T-shirts) when he messes them. Just take a few paper towels and fold them to make a liner, Dust each layer lightly with Baby Powder before you fold them and have your baby sit or lay down on his diaper for final folding. 

How to Make an Emergency Waterproof Diaper Cover out of an airline garbage bag!
Stuck in an aircraft  and you need something to keep him from "leaking" everywhere until you get out? Use a large plastic airline garbage bag! You'll be making a T-shape.   Since they won’t allow scissors on aircraft, you’ll have to tear the bag into a small enough size to match the t-shirt you began the diaper with.  Follow those instructions to complete your work of art!
